Kids Crossing 

Automated Check In 
In mid-December, we began a trial run of an automated 

check in system with the Sunday morning nursery.  The 

trial has been successful, so we will expand the check in 

system to all age groups in childrenõs ministry.  We are 

planning for this to happen in February.  As we get closer 

to the actual start date, additional information will be  

communicated.  In the meantime, here are some Frequently 

Asked Questions that will provide you with some general 

information.  
 

What are the benefits of automating check in and 

attendance? 

By including specific information for each child on the 

printed label, leaders will be able to care for children 

more safely.  For example, allergies will be on label. 

After the initial adjustment period, we expect check in to 

be easier and quicker. 

Will provide easier access to attendance information to 

increase our effectiveness of follow-up with families. 

Will allergies be noted on the printed label?   

Yes, but only those allergies that would have an impact 

on a child while participating in a program at CBC. 

For example, food allergies would be included, but 

not medications. 

Is this a new security system?   

 No, this is simply automating our check in and  

attendance. 

If we are present for both hours, do we need to 

check in twice?  

No.  When you sign in on the touch screen you can  

indicate 9:30 am, 11:00 am or both. 

Will we still need bracelets?   

Bracelets will continue to provide our security for  

preschool and younger age children. This process 

continues to provide assurance that only parents  

may pick up their child.
